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Foreword

Journal Pedagogika.sk begins its IV year by publishing three studies, which
represents the aim of its editorial board in thematically varied contributions with a
potential to provoke discussion, reflexion on the current state or to facilitate
further research and innovation in the area of pedagogy. We have also welcomed
some actual book reviews and information on news and events in pedagogical
community as well as in the pedagogical research.

In the first issue of the volume 1V, you can read on evolution of the pedagogical
thinking from the period of Modernism onwards. This contribution was submitted
by Bogustaw Sliwersky translated to the Slovak language with a wish from author
to learn more about the work and thoughts of other authors. Another, Jiri Mares
study focuses on humour and its use in education. Sona Gallova and Eva
Katreniakova used data from the IEA PIRLS 2001 and 2006 in their inquiry on
reasonability of the growing cases of school entry delays. Pedagogika.sk is an
electronic, on-line journal, thus is able to accommodate up to four relevant studies
per one issue. It is on you, its readers and contributors, to bring up the topics and
direct a content of any issue!

There should be no lack the topic wise. Colleagues working across out school
system are facing to abundant challenges, from lack of finances, via disciplinary
climate in classes, to professional questions related to the subjects’ content as well
as teaching strategies. By the end of the last year, a new edition of the PIRLS and
TIMSS (2011) data has been released. This information depict the situation in
regards to the last pre-reform 4" graders (in September 2008, these pupils
attended the second grade of the ISCED 1 level). What we do know, in fact, about
the results of the last school reform in Slovakia from September 2008 from the
student and teacher perspectives?

During the last year, the journal Pedagogika.sk has been registered in two
international databases — CEEOL a EBSCO. Authors need not worry that their
contribution to this journal stays forgotten, not recognised or not reachable by
colleagues from wider pedagogical community.

Last but not least, I would like to thank all our colleagues from Czech Republic
and Slovakia, who in 2012 helped our editorial board to review the submitted
contributions.
